Procedures: How is lesson organized to maximize initial and sustained engagement as well as effective learning? Provide opportunities to rethink and revise their understandings and work? Allow students to evaluate their work and its implications? Include literacy and numeracy?





1. Introduce self and ask about mentee. How they did this morning; what is planned for after class.


2. Explain that we will be meeting four more times and will have the opportunity to explore a lot of different ideas and materials in art.


3. Motivation:


Share my sketchbook with student. Let them ask questions; and share:


-how I experiment with ideas;


-how I experiment with materials and techniques;


-how I plan, take notes, and collect in my sketchbook.


4. Ideation. Ask:


What types of art ideas and materials do you want to explore? 


And explain we will both play the “What Makes Me ME” game to find out more about ourselves Page 95(Differentiated Instruction in Art, Page 193 Appendix). Put “answers” in sketchbook.


Work on the “My Paint Palette” activity to find out what types of art they want to explore (Differentiated Instruction in Art, Page 95 Appendix). Put “answers” in sketchbook.


5. Personalize sketchbook cover. Consider drawing images that represent favorite foods, activities, etc.


6. Attach drawing to sketchbook cover.


7. Demonstrate and create mixed media drawing on canvas. (The earlier drawing for the sketchbook can serve as a preliminary sketch.


8. Interview student about artwork. Interview questions:


-Describe how you got your idea for your work.


-Why did you choose to use these materials?


-How did you make this art work?


-What will you create next?
