The student will be able to identify himself as an artist based on his understanding of who an artist is.

	The student will demonstrate his understanding through an individual and group critique.  Towards the end of the session the student will reflect upon, discuss and document his artwork.
As this is our final meeting the session will end with one large group critique where all the students share and reflect upon their artwork furthering their understanding of themselves as others as artists.


	During and after the creation of artwork we will discuss what we’ve done including the following questions as well as document both the process and outcome.
1. Explain how the art materials you chose and utilized make your artwork a mixed media piece.
2. Explain how you made this artwork.
3. Identify what type of artwork each piece is.
4. Explain how you used primary and secondary colors.
5. Describe your process in making this artwork.
6. What is an artist and what does an artist do? Does your artwork make you an artist?



	Pre-assessment: How will you help the students know where the unit is going and what is expected? Help the teacher know where the students are coming from (prior knowledge, interests)?


	1. What do you remember or did you enjoy from last session?
2. Looking at your previous artwork, which if any of these pieces is a mixed media piece?

	Motivation: How will you hook all students and hold their interest?

	Ideation: How will you equip students, help them experience the key ideas, and explore the issues to generate ideas for their art work?


	This mixed media lesson is a continuation of the mixed media project we started last class so we will begin by re-visiting the work we created last session and discussing it. 
I will also have lots of art materials on the table when the students arrive to help peak their interest.

I will bring printed copies of photos taken of the student with their artwork to help start the discussion about what an artist is.

Looking at all this work you’ve created, does this work make you an artist?  How?  What makes an artist an artist?


	Review and discuss the mixed media work created last session and ask the student about how they can expand upon what they’ve done.  What can they do using the same materials that they haven’t tried?  How can the materials be manipulated for their artwork? What happens if they use the other side of the brush, or their fingers or a feather?  How can they still use the same materials in a new way?



	Procedures: How is the lesson organized to maximize initial and sustained engagement as well as effective learning? Provide opportunities to rethink and revise their understandings and work? Allow students to evaluate their work and its implications? Include literacy and numeracy?


	1. Begin the same: Introduce myself, create nametag and ask about mentee. (How they did this morning, etc.)

2. Explain that today we will be continuing with mixed media artwork and trying something new.

3. Motivation:
        On the worktables I will display the student’s previous artwork, art materials, photos of the mentee with their artwork. 
        We will begin by talking about their artwork providing lots of enthusiasm and positive feedback.  We will then talk about 
        what else the student can do with the same materials.  Is their a subject they are interested in that we haven’t worked on, 
        perhaps a piece about their favorite sport.  We will discuss new ways, such as printing, stamping and blotting, to use the  

        materials to create work and how the creation of their artwork makes them an artist, and what an artist is.
4. Create mixed media artwork.
5.  Document their work, by taking photos of the work both in progress and once complete.  

6.  Display the artwork on empty worktables for the student to reflect and discuss during individual critique and share during 

     group critique.
